 Mission Safety Briefing

Weather briefing:  Will be updated as needed.

RISK MANAGEMENT.

IDAHO WING Local Conditions Reporting, (IWF 60, ORM) and Tactical Risk Management (IWF 59, TRM) forms will be available to air and ground crews at your brief and debrief sessions.

These forms are to be turned in to the Wing SE after each flight.

Any significant information, illness, weather changes, equipment malfunction etc. will be communicated immediately to the wing SE or IC.

GENERAL ITEMS.

1. No hats on the flight line.

2. Keep ramp area clear of litter and debris.  (FOD)

3. Use taxi routes.

4. Taxi slowly.

5. Follow Aircraft marshellers if present.

6. Watch for other airport traffic.  (Planes, Cars, etc.)

7. Check the windsock.

8. Check crosswind component if necessary.

9. Get local weather.  (ATIS)

10. Make sure the CAPF 71 has been completed.

11. Remove rings and secure long hair prior to going on flight line.

12. Check for local hazards. (birds, animals, skydiving, aerobatics )

13. Do not get in a hurry.

REFUELING OPERATIONS.

1. No smoking on the flight line.

2. Make sure the right extinguisher is available while refueling.

3. Make sure the aircraft is grounded properly.

4. Visibly check the level of fuel in the tanks.

5. Make sure the fuel caps are on tight.

CHECKLISTS.

1. Do a good preflight.

2. Use your checklists. (preflight, climb, enroute, descent, prelanding, and shutdown.  (errors are made)

3. Chalk and tie the aircraft after each flight.

4. Lock and install the gust lock after each flight.

5. Last flight of the day install the avionics lock.

6. Do not pull the propeller through for any reason.

7. Winter:  clean all snow, ice and frost is removed from aircraft.  Preheat if necessary.  Dress properly.

DRIVING VEHICLES ON THE FLIGHTLINE.

1. Do not drive under the wing of an aircraft.

2. Do not drive within five feet of an aircraft.

3. If vehicle is left unattended, chock the wheels.

4. When backing use a spotter.

CREW DUTIES.

1. Use good cockpit resources management.

2. Use your crews.

3. Brief and de-brief crew members.

4. Make sure the crew understands their mission objective.

5. Make sure they all understand emergency procedures.

6. Assign crew members specific duties.

a. Weight and balance.

b. Density altitude.

c. Crosswind components.

d. Fill out the ORM and TCM charts.

HAZARDS AND PROCEDURES FOR MISSION OPS.

1. Use the ORM and TCM for reporting hazards and conditions.

2. Call in and out of your grid.

3. Miss two check ins and we are going to start looking for you.

4. Report any hazardous in flight conditions. (birds, skydiving, aerobatics etc.)

5. Restricted areas.  Check with FSS.

FATIGUE.

1. Crew duty day.  Fourteen hours total, no more than eight hours of flight time.

2. Periodic separation from flight duty station.

3. Light refreshments.

4. Avoid excessive smoking.

5. Get plenty of rest.

PERSONAL MINIMUMS CHECKLIST.

1. Evaluate yourself.  Are you fit to fly?

2. Are you ready to fly?

3. Do you have the resources to complete your assigned mission?

4. Is your crew fit to fly?

5. It is acceptable to refuse a mission for safety.

6. Never fly when ill, sleepy or on significant medications.

7. Be conservative.
